Standard procedure for cleaning of intensive autism classroom floors
Effective November 1, 2019, the following procedure is to be followed for the sanitizing of intensive autism classroom floors.  Special equipment is on order and should arrive by 11/1.
· The cleaning solution to be used on floors:

· Virex II 256 dispensed through our dilution stations in the custodial closets.  
· This product will sanitize hard surface flooring and carpet/mats as per SOP instructions following.  
· Equipment used for wall to wall carpet flooring:
· Bissell upright carpet extractor (pic #1).
· Dehumidifier in rooms that have carpet type wall to wall flooring (pic #2).
· Hand held pump sprayer – holds 2 liters of Virex II 256 (pic #3).
· Standard back pack vacuum, broom, dust pans, pail/bucket, yellow rags, etc.
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STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE
CLEANING WALL TO WALL FLOORING IN INTENSIVE AUTISM CLASSROOMS
AFTER SCHOOL PROCURE:

1. Clean the classroom as normal but use Virex II 256 instead of using Stride Neutral cleaner, on all surfaces such as desks, chairs, counters, door handles, walls etc.

2. Fill the hand pump sprayer (pic 3) with Virex II 256 from dispenser,
a. Always fill with new Virex II 256 daily; do not use day old or older solution.

3. Fill the Bissell Carpet Extractor (pic 1) with clean cold water.
4. Vacuum the floor to remove all debris, dirt etc. as normal.
5. Using the hand pump sprayer (pic 3), spray Virex II 256 on the carpet/flooring and keep/leave it damp for 10 minutes.
6. Using the Bissell Carpet Extractor (pic 3), extract the carpet area with plain clean cold water.

7. Once finished cleaning, bring the room dehumidifier (pic 3) into the room,
a. ensure that the water collection bucket is empty.
b. plug in the power cord and turn the machine on.

c. Set the humidistat to 55% or as directed by the teacher/instructor.

8. Exit close & lock the classroom door.
9. Clean and drain the carpet extractor and hand pump sprayer.

MORING CUSTODIAN PROCEDURE:
1. Daily, remove the dehumidifier before class,
a. Place in designated area.
b. Drain the water collection bucket, leave out to dry.
2. Weekly, remove and clean the filter, let dry during the day.
CLEANING HARD SURFACE FLOORING IN INTENSIVE AUTISM CLASSROOMS
1. No special equipment or supplies necessary (i.e., humidifier or carpet extractor or sprayer)

2. Clean the classroom as normal but instead of using Stride neutral cleaner, use Virex II 256 on all surfaces such as desks, chairs, counters, door handles, walls etc.

3. Using Virex II 256 as your floor cleaner (instead of Stride Neutral Cleaner), wet the floor with mop/bucket process,
a. Wet mop with disposable white mop heads and mop bucket.
b. Leave the floor wet for 10 minutes.

c. Dispose of this mop head after use (do not re-use mop head in another room/area).

4. Wet / damp mop the floor after it has been kept wet for 10 minutes or longer.

a. Use a new mop head 
b. Use clean/rinsed mop bucket and Virex solution.

c. Damp mop floor and leave it dry as normal,
